After soliciting requests from various landscapers, the Executive Board has selected Earthworks as our 2006 landscaping contractor.  Board members Peter Mancini and Bob Shear will be working closely with Earthworks to ensure a successful 2006 season. As everyone knows, we have upgraded our sprinkler system by installing a new well on Cambridge Circle.    With proper irrigation and fertilization (a schedule of fertilization will be posted in the mailroom), we should be well positioned for a green summer. 








When the time comes for you to sell your unit at the Villages of Summerfield, you will be required to provide the buyer with a resale certificate. You may obtain a resale certificate by calling Selective Property Management directly at 401-231-8588. You may also email them at � HYPERLINK "mailto:SEPRMA@aol.com" ��SEPRMA@aol.com� to obtain more information.  The cost of obtaining a resale certificate is $150 dollars. You must make sure that you are current in any dues payments or assessments, including late fees.

Remember, unit owners and their guests must pick up after their pets anywhere within the development, whether on the limited common areas of your unit or on any common area. The plastic bag your newspaper is delivered in makes a great pick-up bag for your pet. When outside, pets must be on a leash for the safety of your pet and others. 





As you know, the association must pay its’ bills in a timely manner and requires prompt receipt of dues from all unit owners. 


The Executive Board has taken a strict position on unit owners whose dues are received beyond the 10-day grace period. A letter from Selective Property Management is immediately sent to the unit owner advising them that their payment was not received timely and imposing a $15 dollar late charge. The late charge will continue to accrue each month until payment is received.  








As spring approaches, many owners are thinking about planting new shrubs and trees on common areas. Remember, you must first seek written approval from the Executive Board. Submit your request in writing to the Executive Board detailing the shrubs and/or trees you are interested in planting on the common areas. When submitting your request, please include the following:


[1] Name of plantings;


[2] Description of plantings;


[3] Schematics of where the plantings will be planted;


[4] Written approval from your neighbor agreeing to your plans;


If approved, you will receive a written letter of approval from the Executive Board. Once you plant items on common areas, the association becomes the owner of the plantings.

As of January 1, 2006, the condominium association dues increased to $140.00 dollars. Unit owners approved this increase during our annual meeting held in December. The budget, which was mailed to all unit owners, contains detailed descriptions of how our money is spent, including money set-aside in reserves for anticipated future expenditures. It must be stressed that dues are due on the first (1st) of each month. Although there is a 10 day grace period before the association will impose a $15 per month late fee that is charged each month until the payment is received, we recommend that everyone pay their dues no later than the first of each month.





Trash and recycling is collected every Monday (except holidays, when trash is picked up one day later-see calendar below) at the Villages of Summerfield. Rubbish and recycling bins shall not be placed outside before 7:00 pm the night prior to a scheduled garbage pickup by the town. Thus, trash and recycling can be placed outside Sunday evenings after 7:00pm. If you are going to be away, please make arrangements with family, friends or neighbors to bring out your trash after 7:00pm. 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For those who are persistent with paying their dues late, we turn the matter over to our legal counsel for collection, and will assess the legal fees charged to the association to the unit owner as an assessment pursuant to the condominium statute.
